Main duties:
To meet all existing and new members of the U-15 squad and their parent(s)/ Guardians to welcome them to the club and to discuss the following issues:
1. The completion of the clubs standard registration form and to collect the registration fee
2. To provide details of the club’s health and safety policy together with the location of the first aid equipment 

3. Parents to be made aware of the club’s child protection policy statement and to be informed as to who has been appointed as the club’s child protection officer(s).

4. Parents and U-15 Colts to be made ware of the clubs’ code of conduct for themselves.

5. Parents are to be made aware that the club has a supply of safety equipment i.e. helmets, but are to be encouraged to purchase items such as boxes and jock straps for their own child’s use. 

6. Children attending coaching sessions will register upon arrival with their section and will not be allowed to leave the ground until a recognised parent or carer arrives to collect them or unless prior notice has been given to the person in charge of the coaching session.

7. Parents are to be made aware that it is their responsibility, unless previously arranged, to deliver and collect their children when they are selected to represent the club in matches. 

Coaching sessions: 
Coaching sessions will take place at Manor Park Ground, Horsford on Thursday evenings commencing at 6.30pm and finishing at 8.15pm unless previously notified. Details will be indicated on the Club Website (www.horsfordcc.com).

An attendance records is to be completed at each coaching session.

The U-15 Team manager and coaches will take full responsibility for each session which will be planned in advanced, but may be subject to alterations depending upon prevailing weather conditions and the number of attendees. 

All coaching sessions must be carried out under the rules applicable to Colts cricket meaning that safety equipment must be worn at all appropriate time.
